Mikketz 1 Kings 3.15-4.1
Adonai reveals Himself to Solomon through a dream, and He reveals Himself to the nation through the king (Solomon). He reveals that justice comes from Adonai the only Judge of all the earth who does what is right. Adonai was pleased by what Solomon did not ask for, by not asking for riches, fame, or power for himself.  Solomon desired to serve the Lord. He could have asked God for anything, but he chose to seek what would fulfill his calling and purpose. Granting Solomon request for Wisdom he was given a test immediately. In the absence of physical evidence or witnesses to discern the truth, Solomon tested the women to find the mother by seeing who loved the baby the most. Adonai’s wisdom revealed the truth because God is the source of all love: (1 John 4:7-8). “Beloved friends, let us love one another, for love is from God; and everyone who loves is born of God and knows God. The one who does not love does not know God, for God is love.” Solomon’s suggestion that the baby be divided would have at first seemed foolish. Yet, it revealed the truth. (1 Cor 2:14-15). “Now the natural man does not receive the things from the Spirit of God – to him they are nonsense! Moreover, he is unable to grasp them, because they are evaluated through the Spirit. But the person who has the Spirit can evaluate everything, while no one is in position to evaluate him. The true mother of the living child was proved by love. The true mother would rather have the child live without her than to die with her. She put the child’s life above her own. Verse 28 summarizes the reaction of the nation to Solomon’s ruling: “When all Israel heard the verdict the king had given, they held the king in awe, because they saw that he had wisdom from God to administer justice.” (Prov. 3:5). “Trust in Adonai with all your heart and do not lean on your own understanding.” Wisdom is valuable, but having wisdom doesn’t automatically guarantee right attitudes and actions. Wisdom needs to be applied. Start by removing your own feelings, thoughts and opinions and seek the Lord’s direction in every decision you face. 











How does the prophet relate to parashah?
Yah is a promise keeper. Ask and you shall receive. Situations constantly occur in life which require more than human knowledge to navigate or resolve. God’s wisdom is needed in situations to highlight man’s limitations and God’s eternal perspective. Adonai’s wisdom does not come through human traditions.

What is the key thought?
All of us have a calling and a purpose, yet all of us battle sin.  This is another reminder of the crippling nature of sin and how desperate we must be for Yeshua. The Lord desires us to look to him for wisdom, knowledge and understanding.

How do we see this message being fulfilled today
We live in a world where everything is a finger touch away, but in this information age the most important questions cannot be answered without seeking after the Lord’s wisdom. Only Adonai can give direction, leadership and courage. Wisdom isn’t about what you know. Wisdom happens when you take knowledge and apply it to your life. (James 1:5) “Now if any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask God, who gives to all generously and without reproach; and it will be given to him. 
3 main points
1. God wants to work through us. We have a role He’s placed us in and wants us to rely on Him so He can accomplish His plan. we should pray for discernment to act in His will.
2. Don’t waste your time on worldly pursuits. The world will not and cannot satisfy your desires for worth, joy, wisdom, and knowledge. The Lord is the answer to our wants and needs.
3. God Tests You Through Trials to show His Wisdom in Your Life, Obedience brings the blessings of a prolonged life.

Application
Adonai’s wisdom requires fearing Him: 
“The fear of Adonai is the beginning of knowledge, but fools despise wisdom and discipline.” (Prov. 1:7). 
“Search for it as for hidden treasure- then you will understand the fear of Adonai and find knowledge of God.” (Prov. 2:5).
