Ezekiel 28:25-29:21 (Parashah 14 – Va’era – Exodus 6:2-9:35)
In both the Prophet and the Parashah, YHVH announces to Israel that the time of their rescue from exile is at-hand.  Yah is gathering His people unto Himself so that He alone will be Israel’s Lord and God.  Egypt’s influence over Israel and Israel’s dependence on Egypt, is also at an end.  The awesome power and distinction of YHVH will be known to Isra’el, Egypt, and the nations.  All will know that He is ADONAI.  Not only is Yah bringing Isra’el out of the place of Egypt, He is bringing His people into a new life and a new identity [Eph. 2:4-22].  This new life is to be in the likeness and character of their Mighty Savior; He who is Holy [Eze. 28:25].  Yah will also humble Egypt in a remarkable public display of His sovereignty to cease all of Egypt’s arrogant boasting and stubbornness.  Whether displaying His holiness through Isra’el or rendering His judgment upon Egypt, it will be evident that ADONAI indeed is wonderful and has no equal [Ex. 8:6(10), 2 Sam. 7:22-24].

Yah decrees that His holiness will be established and displayed in Israel and that this will be the visible proof of His goodness; snatching His people from dependency upon human strength, intellect (way of thinking), idolatry, and all falsehood.  ADONAI is consistently devoted to do all that He says He will do.  Yah’s entire being is Faithful and He delivers His people of strongholds so that the community of Messiah can walk into freedom [Ex. 6:12-13, Deut. 7:8-9].  Therefore, the fulfillment of Yah’s covenant promise is totally dependent on His nature; and not anything of the actions and behaviors of Israel, the beneficiaries of His blessings.  The wicked pose no threat to Yah fulfilling His plans.  Yah is patient and longsuffering with His enemies, offering them opportunity to turn from their wickedness [Ex. 9:15-16].  

Even today, we see that Egypt has been made a humble kingdom and no longer is a major influence in the affairs of the nations; just as ADONAI said.  Yah is also still extending His mercy to Egypt as thousands of Egyptians are now hearing the Gospel and surrendering their lives to Messiah Y’shua [Deut. 23:8(7)-9(8)].  Likewise, Israel has become a prosperous nation, in the land Yah designated to them, and that the affairs of the world are centered around the people and the land of Israel; just as Yah has said – He Is Faithful!  

[bookmark: _Hlk155804595]Based on ADONAI’s faithfulness, Believers in Messiah Y’shua should now be encouraged about our soon deliverance and rise up to proclaim the coming Kingdom of God [Rom. 13:11-12].  Y’shua has already made a spectacle of the adversary and His underlings through His shed blood on the stake in ratifying Yah’s Renewed Covenant; just as Yah, through Moshe and Aharon, made a spectacle of Pharoah and the gods of Egypt.  Believers, in the fear of ADONAI, must take the warnings, judgments, and correction He gives to heart and not turn a deaf ear to The Voice of Ruach Kodesh because of discouragement and pain of our current situation [Ex. 6:9].  In desiring to know ADONAI, we will grow in relationship with Him only through the place and perspective of His holiness.  We must be ready to go in and fight for the fulfillment of the blessing that Yah has spoken; remembering that Yah is the One securing the victory [Eze. 29:8-12, 19-20].  




How does the Prophet connect to the Parashah?
Yah is announcing that Israel’s time of rescue from exile is at-hand and His awesome power and distinction will be known to Israel, Egypt, and the nations. 


What is the Key thought?
Fulfillment of Yah’s covenant promises are totally dependent on His faithfulness.


How do we see this message being fulfilled today?
Egypt has been made a humble kingdom and Israel has become a prosperous nation.


3-Main Points
1) ADONAI is faithful to remove strongholds so the community of Messiah can walk into freedom.
2) Relationship with ADONAI only comes through the place and perspective of His holiness.
3) We must fight for the fulfillment of the blessing Yah has spoken knowing He is the One securing the victory.


How do we apply this to our lives?
Desire to know God; receive the warnings and correction from Ruach Kodesh.  Be encouraged of our soon deliverance from Messiah Y'shua and rise up to proclaim the coming Kingdom of God.
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
