Jeremiah 7:21-8:3 [Parashah 25:  T’zav (Give an order) Leviticus 6:1(8)-8:36]
[bookmark: _Hlk162469866]Both Parashah 25 and the Prophet reading highlight Yah’s desire to create a holy people in His character, through consecration, for service unto Him.  To consecrate [H4394] means to set gem stones in place, to be complete, to do something fully and thoroughly; the beginning of service to ADONAI as a new creation.

In the Parashah, ADONAI set order in place for how the priests would operate in service at the Tabernacle.  The precise instructions from ADONAI regarding the various offerings are a picture of how we as believers should offer ourself to Him.  Living by The Holy Spirit requires instructions in holiness and godliness; seeing the spiritual purpose underlying the orders given.  ADONAI, the Living God, is after our heart.  Because the human heart is wicked (Jer. 17:9-10) and out of it flows the issues of our life (Prov. 4:23), ADONAI first deals with our inner man in order to transform our identity and being into the likeness and image of Messiah.  ADONAI makes us a new creation and gives us a new heart; so that new behavior and new speech will flow from us (Jer. 24:7, Eze. 11:19-20).  Once Yah has our heart, then He will have our entire being (Deut. 6:4-6).  It is only a God-given heart of flesh that can fully receive the correction from Yah’s hard Word of Truth (Pro. 23:12-14, John 6:55-71). 

[bookmark: _Hlk162471242]Servants of Yah through consecration and dedication become living sacrifices and living stones; set in place for use in ADONAI’s work (1 Pet. 2:4-5).  Everything set apart for holiness is to be consecrated.  Yah consecrates us from the heart outwards, ensuring our heart is fully and thoroughly devoted to Him.  We must be washed, purified, and prepared (Deut. 12:9-11) by our Glorious King so our entire worship is pleasing and acceptable to Him (John 13:6-10). 

In the Prophet reading, Yah speaks to Israel, expressing His utter disgust with their counterfeit, phony, legalistic worship.  Because Israel did not grasp and rejected the spiritual implications of what Yah had spoken, they easily moved into idolatry and flagrant abominations before Yah’s sight (Mat. 23:23-28).  ADONAI’s orders and instructions are to transform our character into holiness with the result that our outward behavior would be holy as well.  Because of Israel’s false devotion, ADONAI would not accept their worship.  The Alef and The Tav, YHVH, The Complete One, accepts nothing less than our complete devotion to Him.  We also have not served ADONAI wholeheartedly.  Ask yourself, “Have you come into the house of Yah with other things on your mind instead of Yah being first on your heart?  Have you harbored idols in areas of your life while denying Yah access?”  Yah sees this false witness and does not allow the rebel heart to comfortably remain in His Presence; nor in the assembly of His people.

[bookmark: _Hlk162470096]Just as ADONAI provided a way of consecration through the Tabernacle, today through the atoning Blood of Messiah Yeshua and the power of Ruach Kodesh, He consecrates believers for service to Him (1 Pet. 1:1-2).  We as servants of Yah are put into position and prepared to persevere in holiness in accordance with The Father’s will.  Yah tests us, under the intense scrutiny of Ruach’s fire, to strengthen our character and to firm-up our faith.  Those exposed by Yah as having a stubborn heart for idols will not be accepted as His witnesses.  

[bookmark: _Hlk162470337]Knowing this, we should examine our heart to see if our character is genuinely for ADONAI.  Because Yah is working fiercely to put us in our proper place of service, we must repent and stop stubbornly settling for surface obedience.  Desire to belong to ADONAI.  Give ADONAI your whole heart, learn of His ways, and obey Him.  He is trustworthy to put us into our proper place.

3-Points

3. Yah consecrates His servants from the inside-out (heart); ensuring our heart is fully and thoroughly devoted to Him.  


Application
Examine your heart (character) and repent.  Give ADONAI your whole heart, learn of His ways, and obey Him.
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
